the following actions:  
 When you meet or overtake a stopped school bus w/red 

signal lights flashing & stop arm extended, you MUST 
STOP 

 When you approach an intersection where a school bus is 
stopped w/red signal lights flashing & arm extended, you 
MUST STOP 

 You MUST STOP 10 ft away & MUST WAIT until red lights 
have stopped flashing & arm has been withdrawn before 
moving 

*IF CONVICTED 60 DAY LICENSE SUSPENSION, $250. FINE & 5PTS ON RECORD
